Pasado Perfecto en inglés: cémo formar y usar el pasado perfecto

¢Sabes usar el pasado perfecto en inglés?

Aqui lo puedes descubrir...

El pasado perfecto no es el tiempo verbal mas comun — de hecho, en Estados Unidos escuchas a mucha gente que utiliza
el pasado simple cuando “deberian” usar el pasado perfecto.

Pero es buena idea aprenderlo, para hablar de forma mas correcta.

¢Cuando se usa el pasado perfecto en inglés?

El pasado perfecto se usa para hablar de una accidn (o evento) en el pasado que paso antes de otra cosa en el pasado.

Es equivalente a un tiempo en espafiol: el pretérito pluscuamperfecto.

Si hace tiempo que no estudias la gramatica, el pretérito pluscuamperfecto habla de lo que “habias hecho”.

Y el pasado perfecto en inglés es parecido.

Fijate que normalmente tenemos un verbo en pasado simple (u otra expresion del pasado) para indicar el momento mas
reciente. Luego, el pasado perfecto se entiende que pasé antes de este momento.

By the time | arrived at the station, the bus had left.

I'd just fallen asleep when the phone rang. Cémo formar el pasado perfecto en inglés

El pasado perfecto tiene dos partes: primero, el verbo auxiliar had, y luego el participio pasado.

Afirmativo: had + participio pasado

Negativo: hadn’t + participio pasado

Pregunta: had + sujeto + participio pasado...?



El verbo auxiliar had no cambia segln la persona, porque ya es pasado — solo tiene una forma. Y el participio pasado
tampoco cambia: es la forma de la tercera columna de la liFijate que el pasado perfecto no es mas que el presente
perfecto, pero en pasado.

I've been to Japan. (En algin momento del pasado.)

Before last year, I'd never been to Japan. (Antes del afio pasado.)

La forma corta del auxiliar had es ‘d.
I had =I'd

You had =you’d

He had = he’dsta de verbos irregulares — o si se trata de un verbo regular, termina en -ed. She had = she’d
It had =it'd
We had =we'd

They had = they’d

Ten en cuenta que el auxiliar would también tiene la forma corta ‘d.
Sabemos cudl es cual del contexto:
I'd like some coffee. (Would siempre va con un verbo en infinitivo.)

I’d drunk so much coffee | was shaking. (Had va con un participio pasado como drunk.)

Ejemplos con verbos regulares:

| had worked for my uncle. (Yo habia trabajado para mi tio)

She had finished her homework. (Ella habia terminado su tarea)

We had talked for more than two hours. (Nosotros habiamos hablado por mas de dos horas)

We had visited them once a week for the last year. (Nosotros los habiamos visitado una vez por semana durante el
ultimo afo)

He had returned my car at last. (El habia regresado mi automavil al fin)

It had rained once a week for the last month. (Habia llovido una vez a la semana durante el ultimo mes)
They had completed the project. (Ellos habian completado el proyecto)

| had cooked something special for you. (Yo habia cocinado algo especial para ti)

| had worked in that firm for many years. (Yo habia trabajado en esa empresa por muchos afos)

We had loved each other for twenty years. (Nosotros nos habiamos amado uno al otro por veinte afios)



Ejemplos con verbos irregulares:

He had read the book that you gave me yesterday. (El habia leido el libro que me diste ayer)

She had spoken with him several times. (Ella habia hablado con él varias veces)

We had lent money to you many times. (Nosotros te habiamos prestado dinero muchas veces)
They had lost my book. (Ellos habian perdido mi libro)

He had forgotten what | said. (El habia olvidado lo que dije)

| had been here before. (Yo habia estado aqui antes)

We had forgiven what she did. (Nosotros habiamos perdonado lo que ella hizo)

We had been in this city for five years. (Nosotros habiamos estado en esta ciudad por cinco afios)
You had slept for more than fourteen hours. (Tu habias dormido por mas de catorce horas)

My cousin had gone to Europe to study. (Mi primo se habia ido a Europa a estudiar)
