Los adjetivos en grado comparativo

El comparativo se usa en inglés para comparar diferencias entre los dos objetos a los que modifica (larger, smaller,
faster, higher). Se emplea en oraciones donde comparamos dos nombres, de la manera siguiente:

Nombre (sujeto) + verbo + adjetivo en grado comparativo + than + nombre (objeto).
Ejemplos

My house is larger than hers. (Mi casa es mas grande que la de ella.)

This box is smaller than the one | lost. (Esta caja es mas pequefia que la que perdi)
Your dog runs faster than Jim's dog. (Su perro corre mas rapido que el perro de Jim )
The rock flew higher than the roof. (La roca volé mas alto que el techo )
